DWAS 
MOST VERSATILE AUSSIE RULES

This competition will be open to all ASCA registered Australian Shepherds. Spayed and neutered animals as well as intact animals are eligible to compete.

To qualify for Most Versatile Aussie, each entry (one dog with the same handler for all venues) must earn a score from the Conformation Evaluation and a qualifying score from a regular Stockdog class. In addition, to remain eligible for the MVA Award, each entry must earn a qualifying score from at least one of the following two performance programs: Agility 
(a Regular round) and Obedience. Program rules can be found on the ASCA-website.

All scoring will be tabulated under National Specialty MVA-rules. 

Friday is the assigned day for your Regular Agility runs needed for MVA and you have to let us know with your entry form which day you will run your MVA-stockdog runs.

Your qualifying MVA-runs also count towards titles! 
Of course you can also enter any of the trials (herding, agility, obedience, conformation) without competing for MVA!

MVA SCORING:
Stockdog

A. The highest qualifying score from the Started, Open, or Advanced classes will be used to compute MVA points. Highest score is defined as the score that will result in the highest number of MVA points.

B. Additional qualifying scores will earn 5 points each.

C. Points will be computed as follows:


Advanced = Score +6% of score


Open = Score


Started = Score
Agility

A. The highest qualifying score from a regular class will be used to compute MVA points.

B. 
Additional qualifying score in a regular run on Friday 27th of August will earn 5 points.

190 for a qualifying faulted Elite run

185 for a qualifying clean Open run

180 for a qualifying faulted Open run

Obedience

A. The highest qualifying score from a regular class will be used to compute MVA points.

B. Points will be computed using a 3% factor as follows:


Utility = Score + 3% of Score


Open = Score


Novice = - 3 % of Score
